UPDATE ON WEEK 40 OF FMD RESPONSE

1. INTRODUCTION
This report highlights the FMD control activities for the week 16" March to 20" March 2026. The activities
include FMD vaccination, awareness activities and sanitary controls in the country.

2. WEEK 40 HIGHLIGHTS/ REPORTS

50 000 doses of the FMD trivalent vaccine from BVI was delivered into the country on Saturday the 14"
March 2025. Since the beginning of the national mass FMD vaccination campaign, 170 000 doses of FMD
vaccine had been received. Of these, 101 100 doses of the vaccine has been used to vaccinate 98 731 cattle
in 134 dip tanks. The average vaccination coverage is 87%. At the end of week 40, 68 900 doses of the
were remaining in stock.

There are currently ongoing outbreaks at Ntsinini, Mabande and Sikhalasabhodwe. Mabande and
Sikhalasabhodwe are dip tanks which were previously vaccinated 8 months ago in the Shiselweni region. It
has been noted with disappointment that cattle from these dip tanks graze in RSA and the farmers have
vowed to continue with this illegal practice.

A new FMD case was picked up at Zinyane dip tank in the Hhohho region. This is most likely to have been
an incursion from Mgobodzi in RSA where an outbreak was reported.

2. VACCINATION REPORT

In week 40, all eleven vaccination teams were deployed to 34 dip tanks where a total 26 045 cattle were
vaccinated. Of these, 4 198 cattle got booster FMD shots in 4 dip tanks (Zombodze, Sikhalasabhodwe,
Munywaneni and Mabande).

To date, 98 731 cattle have been vaccinated in 134 dip tanks. Of these, 89 109 got first FMD vaccine dose
and 9 622 got FMD booster shots. To vaccinate all these animals, 101 100 doses has been used and 68 900
doses remains in store. The vaccination coverage has been 87%.

3. NEW INFECTIONS

A suspect case of FMD was reported at Zinyane dip tank in Mayiwane. This is suspected to be an
incursion from Mgobodzi in RSA.

Though cases have been reported at Sincuduma dip tank, when the dip tank was vaccinated, cattle
in one feedlot in that dip tank were all found to be infected.

4. CHALLENGES

Most of the dip tanks that were vaccinated had very poor infrastructure, especially the crush pens.
Some teams started by fixing crush pens before vaccinating.

Mixing of herds from different dip tanks was seen in most dip tanks.

Mabande, Sikhalasabhodo and Nquthu farmers continue to send their cattle to RSA for grazing
despite being cautioned about this behavior when the outbreak first occurred in that area in 2025.
This behavior is suspected to have been the cause of reintroduction of FMD in Lavumisa

Meat and Milk are being smuggled through Nsalitje to Sithobela after the decommissioning of
some check points in the Shiselweni and Lubombo regions. This is pausing a high reisk of
introduction of FMD in the cleared areas of Lubombo.
